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Abstract

As a conservative form of treatment for scoliosis and kyphosis (postural deficits), orthotic therapy still represents the gold
standard of non-surgical orthopedics. In light of increasingly frequent complications due to dangerous wound infections caused
by multi-resistant germs, it is to be expected that the treatment of clinically relevant postural deformities will again be
increasingly conservative in the future. Apart from “saving” the patient from wearing an orthosis, surgical (invasive) treatment

has not been proven to be superior.
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
